GolfBuddy LASER can widely be used in various
sports such as golfing and hunting. It can also be
used for measuring architectural and other
outdoor surveys.

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GETTING STARTED

INSERTING THE BATTERY

Remove the battery cover by rotating counter
clockwise. Insert a CR2 3V lithium battery into the
compartment with the negative end facing in.

DIOPTER ADJUSTMENT (EYEPIECE)

GolfBuddy LASER is constructed with an adjustable
eyepiece that allows you to focus the image. To focus
your GolfBuddy LASER, simply turn the eyepiece
to the left or the right until the object is in focus.
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HOW IT WORKS

1.Power On

2. Choose the targeting mode

3. Align the reticle with the target
4. Press the power button

5.View the distance

CHANGING THE UNIT OF MEASUREMENT

To change the unit of measurement, hold down
the MODE button for 3 seconds to alternate from
METER to YARD and vice versa.



GETTING STARTED

SELECTIVE TARGETING MODES

The selective targeting modes allow you to adjust the
performance parameters of the laser rangefinder to suit
your specific situation and environment. To move from
one mode to another, press the MODE button. You may
choose from 3 different targeting modes. (see below)

1. NORMAL : Align the reticle with the target and press
the POWER button to display the distance.

2. SCAN : Press the POWER button to start the SCAN mode.
Scan from object to object for continuous distance
measurement.

3. PIN : Also known as “the closest distance object priority
function,” gives you the distance to the closest object
when multiple objects are detected. When measuring,
be sure to have no other object between you and your
target. Press the POWER button and slowly aim to the
right and left of the arget until the distance is displayed.

3. DO NOT operate the laser rangefinder with
additional optical elements.

4. DO NOT disassemble the laser rangefinder as this
will void the warranty.

5. DO NOT aim at the eye of other people or animals.

Keep the laser rangefinder away from children’s
reach.

.Sand, mud, and any type of liquids are

recommended to be removed immediately using
a dry, soft cloth.

. Although the laser rangefinder is water and dust

resistant, it is not waterproof and should not be
used in water.

Do not place the laser rangefinder on any
unstable places as it may fall off and damage it.

CARE and MAINTENANCE

1. Remove dust or dirt on the lens surface using a

soft or oil free brush.

2. Remove smudges or fingerprints by gently

rubbing with a soft and clean cotton cloth or
quality oil-free tissue. You may use photographic-
type lens cleaner or isopropyl alcohol to wipe
the lens. Always apply the fluid to the cleaning
cloth(DO NOT pour on the lens).
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TROUBLESHOOTING

NO DISPLAY

1. Reinsert the battery.

2. Be sure the polarity (+/-) of the battery is correct.
3. Make sure the battery is not drained.

4. Press the power button firmly.

CANNOT MEASURE

1. Be sure the device is powered on.

2. Check if anything is blocking either of the lenses.

3. Make sure you are not trying to measure beyond the
maximum measuring distance.

4. The target should not be closer than15 meters If the laser
rangefinder still does not work properly, please contact
GolfBuddy.

WARRANTY:

Your GolfBuddy LASER is warranted to be free of defects in
materials and workmanship for 1 year since the date of
purchase (based on the date of receipt/invoice). In the event
of a defect under this warranty, we will, at our option,
repair or replace the product at no cost.
